@o open a chest with no risk
of injury to thuselt or thy party,
pour a fefu drops of holy fuater tnto
the lock and inunke the aid of the

holy ankly ower the chest. Jt fuill
open freely and allofu thee to grasp

its inner freasures.
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Thy pofuers for healing fill be
aften needed. The healing of minor
fuounds can be accomplished fuith
this simple supplication. Through
the chanuel fubich thy selfless
dewotion creates in thee, Truth and

forces of Bood can act divectly n

this foorld.

Merely lay thy hands upon the
one fubo is to be healed, and his
fuounds mill be mended heneath thy

touch. In the heginning thine
ability will be limited, but toith
thine other pofuers, thy capacity to

act as a healer fwill grofu and be
strengthened by experience.

@he pofuers of thine
enlightment shall gradually
unfold before thee. Resting at thy
hand is the ability to enchant
abjects in a manner fubich futll
muke them glom. Hhilst holding
thy staff aloft, repeat the name of
this enchantment. Doing so, the
potuer of the @ruths fithin thee
twill cause thy staff to glofo @ith «
soft blue light.

E. REC SU

Jart of thine enlightment is
the realization that there are no
boundaries. When this truth is
knofon unto thee, the material
foorld iz far less limiting than
ardinarily supposed.

Bue to thy natural buopancy,
dofonfuard travel is somefubat
more difficult and less desirable
than uptward. If thou must
descend into euil, speak the nane of
this supplication fwhilst tapping
thy staff upon the floor. @he floor
fuill become translucent; thee and
thy party foill slofuly sink to the
next lofuer dungean lenel.

This is the most difficult of
the spiritual movements. The
planar motion allofwed here must
begin fuithin a dungeon chamber.

ik Rec differs from the tn
prevtous supplications in the
follofuing fuay: Instead of the
earth allofwing thy physical formto
pass, nof thy form itself shall
become translucent. As thou dost
fude in one location thou shalt
slofuly appear in another.

@ initiate this motion, speak
the name of this invacation fuhilst
vircling thy staff above thy head.

As thou stoppeth the spinning

staff so fuilt thy journey stop.

H. ALCORT

Alcort is a specialized form
of healing. Poizon is a horror all
beings fear for twith it comes
almost certain death. Only fwith
the assistance of the divine pofuer
can thou half the ravages of this
great ewil.

With thy touch, the poison
coursing in the veins of thy
companion shall be transformed
into a life-giving fluid thich
sonthes the body and brings peace

unto the soul.

@hou can rest confident that
thou hast delivered one from the
grasp of poison. This potuer has
been promised by the One mhose
covenant has never been broken.

Becasionally during journeys
unto the lofuer depths of the
subterranean, thy party may run
into great trouthle. @This conly be
the death or near death of a party
member, starvation besieging thy
entire party, or becoming lost fuith
little hope of finding thy fway.

@his supplication is the
beseechutent of the greater @ruth to
aid the foeary traveler in escaping
his rocky tomb. I thou raiseth
thy boly ankh into the air and
cryeth out the wame of this
imuocation, thee and thy
companions shall rige forth from
the depths, guided hy the divine
@ruth unto the Sosarian surface.
